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Background 

In the notes to the Association’s 2022 financial accounts (MB 5th January 2023 available on 
our web site https://clarencebicknell.com/wp-content/uploads/accounts_2022.pdf) we stated 
that “income from subscriptions of £243.64 (£351 last year) was down again, reflecting a 
drop of member numbers from 15 members down from 18 last year. …. We are making 
an effort to increase the member numbers back up again in 2023.” We were at a high of 129 
members in 2018 but really our numbers should be in the couple of hundreds given that we 
have about 1000 people on our email newsletter mailing list. We made a trading loss of 
trading loss of £116.58 and we must ensure we do not run out of funds to continue the good 
work on the web site and research papers. 

Scope 

We have very few members outside Italy and the UK. It has been suggested that the USA 
would be a propitious area to seek members. 

Opportunity 

The Bicknell Family Association was created by very-distant cousin Del Bicknell in January 
2021. Among the objectives are “Create a meaningful and enjoyable reference, for future 
generations of the Bicknell family and associated lines” and “Organize family history 
information”. https://bicknell.net/our-mission-statement-and-statutes/ . Recent efforts have 
been in Y-38 DNA testing, i.e. the more sophisticated tool than cheap commercially-available 
DNA demographic pool indications.
